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Mother Nature hits, and our community fights back!  Demonstrating once again what a 

fantastic community we are so fortunate to live in, numerous neighbors shared their 

time, muscles, knowledge, equipment, and resources to repair areas of the NFC play-

ground damaged by the recent flooding in just 

a couple of weeks!  

During the flooding, the rising water shifted 

the playset structures, washed away much of 

the sand, and damaged or removed picnic ta-

bles, trash containers, etc.   

 

 

 

 

 

 

After a call for assistance by the NFC Board, 

a planning team consisting of Bryan Pan-

nagl , Scott McKnight , John Powell , and  

Derek St. John  stepped up to assess the 

damage, plan out necessary repairs, and se-

cure materials and equipment.  

Many volunteers showed up over the course of 

the next couple of weekends and got to work.  

Both the small and large playsets were disas-

sembled and moved from the sand areas.   

They were then bleached and pressure 

washed.   Excess sand was removed from the 

play areas so that we could obtain a level sur-

face.   Both playsets were moved back to the 

respective areas and were leveled.   The exist-

ing frame of the large playset was anchored 

to 4x4's that were cemented into the 

ground for additional stability.    

Both playsets, the hill slide, and the rock 

wall were stained. (sorry, Aggies, the burnt 

orange color was entirely unintentional!)   

For erosion control, the ground by the

Continued on the following page  



snake slide was built up with sand and dirt and 

will be sodded.  Huge piles of sand were brought 

in and spread around under all of the play areas.   

At this point the entire playground area is now 

open for use .  We will continue to monitor the 

play structures and make any minor adjustments 

as needed.  Future work is also planned to ad-

dress erosion issues on the hillside next to the 

sidewalk, and to repair or remove the older play 

equipment up by the tennis courts.  Picnic tables 

and trash cans also need to be replaced.  While 

the Club was able to use funds from this springõs Bunny Hop to cover most of the ex-

penses incurred so far, the Board is currently 

evaluating the need for limited fundraising to 

cover this needed work ñmore details to follow.  

The NFC Board expresses our deepest appreciation 

to the members of the community who contributed 

to getting our playground safe and reopened in an 

unbelievably short  time!  Sincere thanks to every-

one who came out to help, whether for a few hours 

or for the entire project.  Also thanks to members 

who contributed materials and equipment.
